Jesus will return to the earth soon, as He predicted in Matt 24. And so,
Peter’s declaration in I Peter 4:7 (the end of all things is at hand) cannot
be over emphasized. Indeed my beloved, the

END OF ALL THINGS IS AT HAND.

When Jesus was about to depart to heaven after His successful 3 and
half year earthly mission in bodily form, He clearly stated the
responsibility and purpose of his followers continuous stay on earth
which has popularly been termed THE GREAT COMMISSION in
Matt 28:19, instructing the believers to go to THE WHOLE
WORLD and make disciples for Him.

We on our part are ready to
go to every hamlet, village, town, market hospital, wherever the Lord will
lead us to share the gospel. We appeal that you send us. Send us in any little
way You can. The more workers in the field, the more souls. The more hell
is depopulated and heaven populated, so the angel of God will rejoice.

With the end of all things in sight, the clarion call for the preaching of the
gospel is an urgent call.

Jude 23 — “Rescue others by snatching them from the flames of
judgment...” the operation words here is rescue and snatch. This is to take
hold of something and remove it quickly from imminent danger. This
requires an attitude of urgency.
